2. Installing Battery
*  Loosen screw - insert battery ensuring “+” and “-“ (positive & negative) are correctly aligned
*  DO NOT use rechargeable battery (nickel-cadmium)
*  Please ensure to remove battery when not in use
*  Please ensure to stop playing when changing battery so as not to cause a malfunction
*  DO NOT carry with metallic accessories or coins.

3. Inserting/Removing mini SD Card
To open the cover, press eject button and insert / remove mini SD. (see below)
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4. Playing Songs/Audio Tracks
1) Press [image: image1.jpg]


 for 2 seconds. Power would be on and it plays the songs after 2 or 3 seconds.

2) To pause the song, press this button during playback. 

* In case it keeps pausing for more than 2 minutes, the power is automatically off.

3) To skip the songs, press [image: image2.jpg]


 during playback
4) To adjust volume, press [image: image3.jpg]
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5. Troubleshooting

<Out of function…>

-Install new battery. (AAA size alkaline battery)

<Does not play through the earphone…>

-Check earphone is surely inserted
-Check the earphone plug for dirt
-Check volume level
-Check download method to mini SD if it is compressed with Mp3
6. To Upload Songs/ Audio Files to mini SD Card and insert into Soundwave
A mini SD usually card comes with adapter ports in which you insert it into (my card came with 2 ports a larger and smaller one).  You will need an extra card reader (purchased separately), which plugs into your USB port in your computer (unless your computer already has a memory card reader.  Insert the mini SD into the larger adapter, the insert this into the memory card reader, and then plug this into the computer’s USB post and your computer should recognise the drive.

(Mini SD cards are about $40 AUD (about $35 US) and comes with adapters) A card reader is an around $40 AUD) - However they are probably a bit cheaper now.
Once you have this setup inserted and either inserted into your computer’s memory card reader (or your external memory card reader) … Go into “Windows Explorer” (on a MAC, go to where you see your directories) – and the external directories directory will come up.  On my computer it comes up as “G” drive.
Now, you can drag and drop your songs onto the card.  (As it says, Soundwave only takes 1GB cards - you may have to buy multiple cards if you have more than 1 GB of music files – however mine worked fine with a 2 GB mini SD card) … Hey, just think of them as cassettes, just like you did with your old walkman ;) 

The Soundwave player is ONLY compatible with Mp3 files.  If you have other formats, you will have to convert your songs to Mp3’s to be compatible with the player and also to save space as Mp3’s take less space than WMA’s, CDA’s, etc.  For this you will need a program to convert the files, such as WavePad, Audacity, Groove Mechanic, etc which you can download form the internet (some audio programs are fee, others have free trials)
Now, once you have your songs/audio files on the card, carefully remove it from the reader – and insert the card (with the adapter – as this fits perfectly into the player) and insert this into your Soundwave player, and viola!

May seem fiddly, but how cool is a Soundwave Mp3 player?

Who needs ipod when you have Soundwave :)
